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A Joint leadership meeting of the Eritrean Democratic Party (EDP) and the Eritrean 
People’s Party (EPP) on Saturday, 11 April 2009, started important unity deliberations in 
Frankfurt, Germany. Headed by co-chairmen of the Joint Coordination Body, Mr. Mesfin 
Hagos and Mr. Woldeyesus Ammar, the meeting was attended by 16 leadership 
members from both sides that started the first session with review of past achievements 
of the unity process and evaluation of its current status which shall be the basis of 
action in the immediate future.
